Day 5 - 13 August (Thursday)

including the magnificent Alhambra Palace.

o Enjoy panoramic views from San Miguel Alto and Mirador de San
Nicolds, explore the historic Albaicin, and stroll along the
charming Paseo de los Tristes.

o Enjoy free time for souvenir shopping at Plaza Nueva, Alcaicerig,
and Calle Caldereria Nueva.

o After breakfast, explore a local Sufi commmunity of 200 families
residing amidst the mountains of Orgiva in the captivating
Alpujarra region. After the fall of the last Emirate of
al-Andalus, Alpujarra stood as the final bastion of Moorish
resistance, adding historical depth to its unmatched natural
beauty in Spain's largest mountain area.

o Engage with the Nagshbandi Sufi community of mostly Muslim
reverts, where the teachings of the spiritual Master Sheykh
Muhammad Nazim al-Haggani illuminate the path to spiritual
enlightenment and inner peace.

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SEVILLE - 2 NIGHTS

Day 7 - 15 August (Saturday)

o Travel to Malaga, historically known as Al-Malagah, before
heading inland to the dramatic landscapes of Andalusia and
continiung to Seville Highlights of the Day

Overnight in Seville(Breakfast)
Day 8 — 16 August (Sunday)

o After breakfast, journey to Seville Upon arrival in Seville, explore
Plaza de Espafia and wander through Seville's historic city
center, a place of profound significance in al-Andalus, and
crossed by the largest river in Andalusia. Immerse yourself in the
heart of Seville, where the iconic Giraldg, once the Great Mosque
of Seville, stands proudly.

o Discover the beauty of its orange gardens and delve into the
impressive Alcazar Palace and the Golden Tower, all
contributing to the rich Islamic heritage of al-Andalus.

Overnight in Seville (Breakfast)
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LISBON - 3 NIGHTS

Day 9 - 17 August (Monday)

o Tavora - Lisbon - After Breakfast , Cross into southern Portugal,
historically known as Gharb al-Andalus, and visit the charming
town of Tavirg, one of the best-preserved towns reflecting
Islamic urban heritage in the region.

o Explore Tavira’s Old Town and riverfront, admire its historic
bridges, and experience the town'’s traditional layout influenced
by Islamic architecture and city planning.

o Enjoy free time for souvenir and artisan shopping in the old town
before continuing to Lisbon.

Overnight in Lisbon (Breakfast)

Day 10 — 18 August (Tuesday)

o After Breakfast, Discover the enchanting town of Sintrg,
historically known in Arabic as Shantara, a UNESCO World
Heritage destination celebrated for its rich Moorish legacy and
royal palaces.

o The day includes visits to iconic landmarks such as the historic
Castle of the Moors (photo stop) and the colourful hilltop Pena
Palace. Continue along the breathtaking Atlantic coastline to
Cabo da Roca, the westernmost point of mainland Europe.

o Prayer facilities will be arranged during the day, with time
allocated for souvenir shopping in both Sintra and Lisbon before
returning to Lisbon for the evening.

Overnight in Lisbon(Breakfast)
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Day 11 — 19 August (Wednesday)

o After breakfast, spend a full day exploring the historic capital of
Lisbon, a city that once held strategic importance during the era
of Al-Andalus, where traces of its Moorish heritage can still be
seen today.

o The city tour includes the charming Alfama, Lisbon'’s oldest
quarter known for its narrow streets and historic character, as
well as landmarks such as Lisbon Cathedral, Restauradores
Square, Rossio Square, and Margqués de Pombal Square. The tour
also includes a photo stop at the iconic Belém Tower, a historic
symbol of Portugal's maritime past.

o Prayer facilities will be arranged during the day, with free time
for shopping and exploring Lisbon’s vibrant city centre before
returning to the hotel.
